Farndale Daffodil Walk

Enjoy aclassic spring walk in the
so-called ‘Daffodil Dal€’ to see
Farndale' sgloriouswild daffodils.

It's astraightforward 3%2-mile linear
route aongside the enchanting River
Dove, from Low Mill to Church Houses
and back. Thereis an aternative return
route that climbs through farm fields for
some lovely valley views.

Depending on the weather, the daffodils
are usually out between mid-March and
mid-April, but thisisacharming walk at
any time of year.

there are occasional stiles. All paths may
be muddy in places.

The daffodil meadows and woodlands of
Farndale are privately owned and form
part of working farms.

Please stick to the paths and don't pick
the daffodils — leave them for future
generations to enjoy.

Please keep your dog under close
control (preferably on alead) at all
times.
